sprit cables deserve to be better known! French cable expert
and electro-mechanics engineer Richard Cesari founded Esprit
over 20 years ago, and has built a range of analogue and digital
interconnects, speaker cables and power cords that runs from
the distinctly affordable to the ‘sharp intake of breath’ level, and
yet all of them seem to represent good value and ‘no-nonsense’
design in their price band, and the Beta interconnect is very
much at the value end of the range. The cables use 720 strand high-grade
copper conductors with a partial shield, all wrapped in a solid PVC sleeve.
